Big Ideas 

• The book of Acts stages the birth of the New Testament church under the better 

promises of the dispensation of grace.  

• Jesus Christ now having fulfilled the Law requirement of the death of a testator 

renders the Law obsolete, giving specific commands to His disciples to preach 

the Kingdom message of salvation through repentance and water baptism.  

• Furthermore, Jesus commanded the disciples to wait for the promised Holy 

Spirit. 

• Now having received the power of the Holy Ghost, the authority of the name of 

Jesus Christ empowers the New Testament church to begin a mission campaign.

Israel, that by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, whom you crucified, whom God 

raised from the dead, by Him this man stands here before you whole. 

 11 This is the stone which was rejected by you builders, which has become the chief 

cornerstone.’ 12 Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no other name under 

heaven given among men by which we must be saved.” 

13 Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John, and perceived that they were 

uneducated and untrained men, they marveled. And they realized that they had been 

with Jesus.
